If God took away everything Job had. 

 3. What restrictions did God place on Satan when he was given permission to test Job’s faith? 

Satan wasn’t allowed to harm Job himself at first; later he could afflict Job’s body, but could 

not kill him. 

 4. How did Job react to his suffering? How did his wife react? His friends? 

Job was depressed, but he trusted God and turned to Him for strength.  

His wife was bitter and wanted to blame God and curse Him.  

His friends blamed Job and told him to confess his sins. 

 5. What did Job think was the reason for his suffering? 

Job didn’t know why he was suffering, but he did not believe that God was punishing him 

because of sins in his life. 

 6. Why didn’t God deal harshly with Job’s friends? 

Job’s prayers spared them. 

 7. What did Job’s attitude during his suffering show about his relationship with God? 

Job loved God for who He is and not for the gifts or blessings God had given him. 

 8. How did sorrow and suffering in the world begin? 

They were the natural results of Satan’s rebellion. 

 9. For what reason does God permit suffering? 

By their example, those who suffer can be a source of strength for others. The suffering may 

help them to be enriched spiritually and bring them closer to Christ. 

 10. What are two different ways people can react to suffering? 

They can blame God as Job’s friends did, or they can trust God as Job did.
